What CDT(TM) Vaccine
Is used for

CDT(TM) Vaccineisa
"combination” vaccine. It helps
prevent two diseases, each caused by
adifferent infection. The diseases
are

* diphtheriaand

*  tetanus.

Both of these infections are serious
and can be life-threatening.

Primary Course:

CDT(TM) Vaccineis used to
vaccinate children, who have not
been vaccinated against diphtheria
and tetanus before. Thisis called the
'primary course'.
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These are the more common side
effects of CDT(TM) Vaccine.
Mostly these are mild and short-
lived.

Allergic reaction:

Aswith all vaccines given by
injection, thereisavery small risk of
asevere dlergic reaction.

If any of thefollowing happen, tell
your doctor immediately or go to
Accident and Emergency at your
near est hospital:

* sudden signs of allergy such as
rash, itching or hives on the skin,
swelling of the face, lips, tongue
or other parts of the body

*  shortness of breath
*  collapse.

These are very serious side effects. If
your child has them, he or she may
have had a severe alergic reaction to
CDT(TM) Vaccine. Y our child needs
urgent medical attention or
hospitalisation.

Mostly this type of side effect occurs
within the first few hours of being
given the vaccine.

These side effects are rare.

Other side effects not listed above
might occur in some people. Tell
your doctor or pharmacist if you
notice anything that is making
your child feel unwell.

Do not be alarmed by thislist of
possible side effects.
